HOMOSEXUALITY

In light of the recent decisions in the Episcopal Church
to approve an openly homosexual man as bishop and
the blessing of same-sex unions, questions have been
asked about the position of the Presbyterian Church in
America on these issues. Here is a brief overview of
actions of past General Assemblies and summaries of
these actions:

commandment?

A. The sins forbidden in the seventh commandment,
besides the neglect of the duties required, are adultery,
fornication, rape, incest, sodomy, and all unnatural lusts;
all unclean imaginations, thoughts, purposes, and
affections, all corrupt or filthy communications, or
listening thereunto; wanton looks, impudent or light
behavior, immodest apparel; prohibiting of lawful, and
dispensing with unlawful marriages; allowing, tolerating,
keeping of stews [old English word meaning houses of
prostitution], and resorting to them; entangling vows of
single life, undue delay of marriage, having more wives
or husbands than one at the same time; unjust divorce,
or desertion; idleness, gluttony, drunkenness, unchaste
company; lascivious songs, books, pictures, dancings,
stage plays; and all other provocations to, or acts of
uncleanness, either in ourselves or others.
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ddbdHomosexual practice is sin. The Bible teaches
that all particular sins flow from our rebellious
disposition of heart. Just as with any other sin, the
PCA deals with people in a pastoral way, seeking to
transform their lifestyle through the power of the
gospel as applied by the Holy Spirit. Hence, in
condemning homosexual practice we claim no self-
righteousness, but recognize that any and all sin is
equally heinous in the sight of a holy God.
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
